CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION
1.1. Background of Study
When we think of English skills, the 'four skills' of listening, speaking, reading, and writing readily come to mind. Of course language areas such as pronunciation, grammar, vocabulary, and spelling all play a role in effective English communication. Students find learning English very difficult and complex. Of the four skills, writing is considered a complicated skill for students to master. Generally beginners, especially those who are non literate, benefit most from listening and speaking instruction with relatively little work on writing because it is a complex activity requiring a variety of skills. Byrne (1998) states that writing is difficult for students because they are required to write on their own, without any interaction and feedback. As fluency increases, the amount of writing in the lessons may also increase. With advanced learners, up to half of lesson time can be spent on written skills, although the learners may wish to keep their focus weighted toward oral communication if that is a greater need.

Educated people do writing, to make notes, convince other people and tell some worthwhile information. These purposes cannot be done successfully unless people know how to arrange ideas and thought and then express them clearly in good organization and sentence structure (Morsey in Tarigan 1986:4).
In fact, many students regard that writing activity is boring for them. In this case, they need a clue in the form of media to facilitate themselves. Moreover, writing is an activity continually done by students in all levels of education during their learning process.

 Basically, the use of media can make students attracted in teaching learning process. It also provides information about an object and makes the situation of the class more evident. Therefore, this factor urged the teacher to use a media because it is very useful for students to describe an object clearly. Paul and David (1999:137) state that the use of instructional media during instruction can facilitate learning, so careful attention should be given to planning and using this media. 
In Indonesia, English is taught from elementary school. However, many students find problems in learning English, because it is a foreign language. Besides that, it is different in structure from their mother tongue. One of the problems is in writing activity.
Kurikulum Tingkat Satuan Pendidikan of SMPN 9 Mataram especially for second year requires students at the same level to produce some kinds of texts. One of the texts is descriptive. Descriptive is used to describe a particular person, place, or thing. Someone tells a descriptive text in order to get information, stimulate emotion or to explain. Atar (1996:66) states that descriptive text can influence the emotion of students and form the student’s imagination.  
The ability to employ the picture as media in teaching and learning process assists the teacher to present the materials and to achieve specific instructional objectives easily.
Starting from this point, the researcher is interested in finding out “The use of media in teaching. As we know there are many kinds and types of media such as, film, laptop, LCD, including picture. To be more specific the researcher is interested in finding out the effectiveness of using scenery picture as a teaching media in increasing student’s achievement in descriptive text at the second year students of SMPN 9 Mataram “.
1.2. Statement of Problem

Problems to be solved in this research are as follows:
1. How effective is scenery picture in teaching descriptive text?

2.  How do student develope a descriptive text?
1.3. The Purpose of Study

This particular research is aimed at finding the effectiveness of picture in teaching descriptive text for second year’s students of SMPN 9 Mataram and how students develop descriptive texts. 
1.4. Scope of Study

The object of this study is emphasized on the generic structure and language features of descriptive text.
1.5. Hypothesis of study
The alternative hypothesis of this study is that” Using scenery picture as a teaching media is an effective way in increasing student’s achievement in descriptive text”. The null hypothesis is that “Using scenery picture as a teaching media is not effective in increasing student’s achievement in descriptive text. 
1.6. Significance of Study

This research is expected to give theoretical but also practical significance in writing descriptive text.
1. The theoretical significance of this investigation is it can give information about the use of scenery picture in teaching descriptive text.

2. Practical significances of this investigation are as follows:

a. For the English teacher this research is intended to be one of considerations in applying visual aids effectively.

b. This research is expected to give the teacher interesting techniques of presenting the material in order to improve student ability in English descriptive text.

c. For the students to be more interested in writing descriptive text.
1.7. Definition of Key Terms
In order to make everything clearly understood or to avoid some misunderstanding of the readers, it is important to interpret and to define the meaning of some key terms dealing with this research.

1. Descriptive Text
Descriptive text is used to describe a particular person, place or thing (Kistono, 2007:9)
2. Generic structure of descriptive text are as follows:
a. Identification: identifies phenomenon to be described.

b. Description: describes parts, qualities, characteristics, etc.

3. The language features are:

a. Proper Nouns (examples: Hana, my Dog)

b. Simple present tense ( examples : look, eat, have, use )
c. Adjectives (examples: small village, short legs)

d. Thinking verbs and feeling verbs (examples: think, believe)

e. Action verbs (examples: dance, go)

(Yuliani; 2008: 3)
4. Scenery Picture is a painting or drawing that shows natural features of an area. (Hornby, 2000).

CHAPTER II
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

2.1. Writing as a Language Skill
Writing has an important role in the context of English teaching as a foreign language in Indonesia. English as the second or foreign language requires the students to be able to write English fluently or correctly. Teaching writing may help the students to learn because student’s knowledge levels are different from others’. 
Rudell (1976:281) in Teaching Content Reading and Writing states that Writing is a tool that enables people in every discipline to struggle with facts and ideas. It is a physical activity, unlike reading. Writing requires us to operate some kind of writing media such as; pencil, pen, typewriter, and word processor for getting our thoughts on paper. It compels us by the repeated effort of language to go after those thoughts and to organize them and present them clearly.
 Wells (2004:11 in Hafniah, 2008) states four English oracy and literacy levels for students:

1. Performance

The learners are expected to be able to read, write and speak using the symbols of English.

2. Functional 

The learners are expected to be able to use English to fulfill daily activities.

i.e. reading newspaper to get information.

3. Information

The learners are expected to be able to use English to access knowledge.
4. Epistemic

The learners are expected to have the ability to use English to transfer or disseminate knowledge.

Furthermore, Harmer (1998:23) states that there are some reasons in teaching writing for students of English as a foreign language. Those are as follows:

1) Reinforcement

Some students often find it useful to write sentences or make a summary using their own word after lesson. It will help them to reinforce what they have learned along the teaching and learning process.

2) Language Development

The actual process of writing will help us to develop our language acquisition. Through writing activities the other skills such as reading, listening and speaking will be developed too. However, when we write we also read.

3) Learning Style

The style of student learning is different from others. Some students are fantastically quick at picking up language but some others may be slower. For many learners, the time to produce language in a slower way is invaluable. Writing is appropriate for such learners. It can also be a quiet reflective activity instead of the rush and bother of interpersonal face to face communication.
4) Writing as a Skill
Writing is important because it is a basic language skill, just as important as speaking, listening and reading. Students need to know the other aspects of language such as grammar, punctuation, spelling, etc.
Since the subject of this study is the students of the second years of junior high school, then they are at least in the performative. It means that students can use “the generic structure and language features of descriptive text” in writing English descriptive text effectively.

2.2. Types of Writing

Atar in his book “Dasar-dasar Keterampilan Menulis” (1996:53) states that there are four types of writing.

2.2.1. Descriptive Writing

Kistono (2007:9) states that Descriptive is used to described a particular person, place, or thing. The purpose of descriptive writing is to give influence for emotion and create imagination of the reader through the object. Basically, descriptive writing is the same as expository writing because it is a part of expository writing. Atar  (1996:66) states that there are some distinctions between descriptive and expository writing:  
a. Descriptive writing tries to show in detail about the object while expository provides generalities.

b. Descriptive writing tends to influence reader’s emotion and forms imagination, while expository writing tends to explain and answer the question.
c. Descriptive writing is provided with interesting style and it uses the language which creates reader’s interest, on other hand expository is provided directly.

Besides the characteristics above, descriptive writing can be found in almost any kind of writing. For example in novels, books, short story and article.
2.2.2. Narrative writing

To give a clear description about the definition of narrative writing, the following definition is worth putting forward.
Sumarno, (1990:52) defines narrative writing as a prose which is realized in the form of story or concerns with story telling. The definition, then emphasizes that a narrative writing must include the aspect of event or action and time. He also explains that a narrative writing consists of four components: character, theme or problem, plot and setting. The examples of narrative writing are novel, short story, play and biography.
2.2.3. Expository Writing

Atar (1996:61) defines expository as a writing which has purposes to explain and answer the question from wh-question (what, why, when) and how. 
Based on the formulation above, it is clear that expository is a type of majority writing. Besides the expository writing, all types of writing can be classified into expository writing. For example textbook, face treatment guide, all of the food and drink labels, dictionary, letters, news in the newspaper and thesis. Actually, descriptive and argumentative writing is a part of expository writing, because both of them are also giving the information, knowledge and answer about  the wh question such as, what, why when and how. However, both of them have special characteristic; consequently called as descriptive and argumentative. Therefore, work of expository writing consists of three types, there are; expository, descriptive and argumentative.

The characteristics of expository writing are as follows:

1. It intends to give information, comprehension and knowledge.

2. It has characteristic to answer the wh question such as, what, why, when and how.

3. It extends directly and uses standard language.

4. It is provided with neutral intonation and does not require the desire of writer to the reader.

5. Generally, it is provided by using logical structure.

Based on the characteristics above, it demonstrates that expository writing has large scope. If we read magazine and newspaper everyday we can find the literature consisting of expository writing in almost all of the literatures available in the magazine and newspaper.
2.2.4. Argumentative Writing

Argumentative is a writing which has purpose to convince or to persuade the reader about the correctness of the writer’s opinion (Atar; 1996:74). Work of argumentative writing is basically a part of expository, we can find the characteristics of expository in argumentative. The special characteristic is to convince or persuade the reader in order to accept the view of writer consequently, it is called argumentative.

The characteristics which differentiate argumentative and expository are as follows:

1. Argumentative intends to convince the reader while expository intends to give information and explanation.

2. Argumentative tries to demonstrate the correctness of opinion or statement, while expository just explains.

3. Argumentative tries to change the opinion or view of the reader, while expository submits the decision to the reader.

4. Argumentative shows the fact as the evidence while expository shows the fact for concretization.

Those characteristics show that argumentative is a writing which emphasizes the reasoning process, whether it is inductive or deductive method. It means that, in reasoning process, people may use deductive method by describing the conclusion firstly and then followed by analysis and explanation. Different from inductive method, it precedes the analysis, explanation and examples then followed by the conclusion. 
2.3. Writing Process

Boardman (2002:11) in Hafniah (2010:14) states that “writing is a continuous process of thinking and organizing, rethinking and reorganizing. Good writers go through six steps. Each step can be repeated as many times as necessary”. 
Step 1: Assessing the assignment
Every school or college class is going to have writing assignments with different purposes, so the first step in the writing process is understand exactly what the teacher wants on particular assignment. The most important piece of information for you to know is the topic (or range of topics) and purpose of the assignment.
Step 2: Generating Ideas

The purpose of this step is to think about a certain topic and generate as many ideas as possible. (Even when you get information from other sources, you still need to take this step to figure out what kinds of information you need to look for). There are many ways to do this; two of the most effective ways are brainstorming and free writing.
Brainstorming can be done individually or in groups. The purpose of brainstorming is to think about and write down a lot of ideas without worrying about what they are, how they are ordered, or even whether you will use them. Each student can also take his or her own notes. It is important to note all the ideas.

Free writing is similar to brainstorming. You start with a word or a phrase and write down anything in your mind that is related to the topic. Unlike brainstorming, you don’t just list a lot of points; instead, you try to write sentences in which one word leads to the next. The most important aspect of free writing is not to allow you to stop. You just let your ideas and imagination flow.
Step 3: Organizing ideas

One way to organize your idea is to outline the points you want to make. To write a topic outline, you have to decide what the main idea of paragraph is. You should write that idea as a sentence or just a few words on the top of your paper. After that, you need to consider which points to include in order to best support your main point. You should pick the best ones from your brainstorming or free writing and list them on separate lines below your main point. In an outline, you don’t have to use complete sentences. All you need is few words that will help you remember what you are going to write.

Some people prefer more visual kinds of outline format which is called a tree diagram. You start with the main idea and then make branches to the points that support your idea.
Step 4: Writing the First Draft

First draft is a writing that is not finished yet. Good writers should make sure to read their writing carefully in order to make changes and corrections before they consider it finished.

Step 5: Rewriting

Rewriting is a critical part of writing process and consists of two separate processes: revising and editing.

Revising is the first part of writing, you may start revising as soon as you finish writing, or, better yet, set your paragraph aside for a while and go back to it later.

The other aspect of rewriting is editing. When you edit, check to make sure the spelling, capitalization, punctuation, vocabulary and grammar are correct. Editing is somewhat mechanical because you are basically following rules. Becoming a better writer is a process of combining these two aspects of rewriting in order to best communicate what you want the reader to understand.

Step 6: Writing the Final Draft

Writing the final draft is the last step in writing process. In this step we must use a good paragraph format and correct grammars. In writing final draft, you should make sure that there is no error in grammar or vocabulary spelling and irrelevant sentences in our writing.

During the writing process, students engage in pre-writing, planning, drafting, and post –writing activities. However, as the writing process is recursive in nature, they do not necessarily engage in these activities in that order.

2.4. Descriptive Text

Writing is one form of language production besides speaking. This means that writing in nature is closely related to reading skill, and used as indirect communication term. Writing is not as simple as arranging words into sentence. To be able to write accurately we should master the conventions of writing. In first language settings, the ability to write well has a very close relationship to academic and professional success. Grabowski (1996) in Weigle (2005:7) notes that:

“Writing as compared to speaking, can be seen as a more standardized system which must be acquired through special instruction. Mastery of this standard system is an important pre requisite of cultural and educational participation and the maintenance of one’s right and duties”.

Descriptive text is used to describe a particular person, place, or thing. Someone tells a descriptive text in order to get information, stimulate emotion or to explain. The example of descriptive text can be seen in novel and short story. A descriptive text has two elements or parts of generic structure:

1. Identification:  Identifies phenomenon to be described.
2. Description:   Describes parts, qualities, characteristics, etc.
Atar (1996) proposes that there are two types of descriptive writing:
a. Artistic descriptive

The descriptive writing is known as artistic descriptive when it is contended with artistic value use literature language style in presentation. It can be found in work of literature such as novel or short story. The purpose of narration in descriptive text is to make the writing more interesting and attractive. In general, it is used to explain the behavior of character, setting of place in the story or about the scene which is necessary explained in detail. All of them intend to create the imagination and influence the emotion of the reader in order to get involved emotionally to the story.
b. Expository descriptive

Expository descriptive has very close relationship with expository writing; moreover the content which consists of the fact or the style of the presentation directly. It is presented by emphasizing the detail consequently called expository descriptive. There are many analyses about knowledge which are explained in detail. In this case, they can be categorized into expository descriptive. For example we can find them in explanation of medical specialist about a disease, for example the explanation about stress. (Atar; 1996: 70).

In addition to the statement above there are some language features support in writing descriptive text as stated by Yuliani (2008:3):

1) Proper Nouns (e.g.: my teacher, our house, my cat, my lovely sister).
2) Simple present tense (e.g.: look, have, eat, use, wear and work).
3) Adjectives (e.g.: small village,. Two strong legs, some talented children, etc).
4) Thinking verbs and feeling verbs (e.g.: think, believe).
5) Action verb (e.g.: dig, carry).
6) Adverbs (e.g.: fast, at three houses, in front of the house, etc).
2.5. The use of  scenery picture as a teaching media

Teaching and learning process is a process that includes interaction between students and teacher. In this process the teachers must be able to transfer their knowledge as well as possible. Commonly, the teachers use some instruments to help students in transferring information or knowledge. The instruments that are used in teaching and learning process are called as teaching media. When used with individuals, group or large audiences, instructional media can achieve several purposes (Kemp and Smellie, 1989) in Burden (1999:138); to motivate an interest or a degree of action, to present information and to provide instruction. 
 Atmoehomo (1997:17) states that teaching media can be divided in three kinds namely: Visual, Audio and Audio Visual media. The selection of the appropriate teaching media is very important, besides to assist teachers to explain the subject it is also used to encourage and attract the student’s enthusiast to follow the subject.
 Rohani (1997) states that picture is very important as a visual aid because it can clarify student’s understanding. 
Charavarty (1997, 96-97) in Tarmizi (2008:13) states that,(1) picture is humorous element which has great stimulating effect even for students of limited ability, (2) picture can open up a whole range useful learning activities, and (3) using picture can illustrate scientific concepts in teaching science.

In this research the researcher chooses scenery picture as a teaching media to be experimented to obtain the information whether the scenery picture can increase student’s achievement on descriptive text. 
Actually, there are some advantages that the teacher and the students can obtain by using scenery picture as a media during the teaching and learning activities in the class. The first advantages are picture can be said as a concrete thing. It means that students or teacher can see the part of the picture directly such as the shape, color and size. Second, scenery picture is cheap and easy to get. The picture is cheaper than the other media which are usually used in the class such as tape recorder, television, LCD and laptop. The students and the teacher get the scenery picture from a variety of sources such as magazine, newspaper, poster or they can paint their own picture. It also increases student’s motivation to study when the teacher shows them a good scenery picture. A good picture can make students easier to develop their memory about the things that they have learnt. The last is scenery picture is an effective way in increasing student’s interest.

Related to descriptive text, using picture is very important for students in analyzing the generic structure and language features. It means that, they can identify and describe the object easily.
CHAPTER III
METHODOLOGY OF RESEARCH 
3.1 Research Method

This is an experimental research which was conducted to find the effectiveness of scenery picture on descriptive text. Experimental research is a research where the investigators deliberately control and manipulate the condition which determines the events in which they are interested in.
3.2 Population of Research
Ary (1985:138) in Metodologi Penelitian Pendidikan states that population is small members of well defined class of people, events or objects. In this research the researcher took the second year students of SMPN 9 Mataram. There were about 245 students who spread into 7 classes, (VIII. A – VIII. G) each of which consisted of 35 students.
The researcher used class VIII A as the sample because the ability of students in this class is varies. 
3.3 Sample of Research
The number of population in this study was more than one hundred; it is suggested to take 10%-15% or 20%-25% (Arikunto, 2006:134). This is representative enough for the research. In this research, the researcher took 15% of population of this study.  The sample of this research was class 
VIII A. The sample of the study was 35 students which were chosen randomly.

The random sample is the same opportunity is given for the individual to be selected in the whole population (Nasution, 2007:87).
3.4 Data collection Procedures

The effect of experimental variables was statistically measured according to the degree of differences between the use of media and ordinary method. Thus, the researcher did some steps on her research to find out the effectiveness of using scenery picture as a teaching media in increasing student’s achievement in descriptive text. Those steps were as follows:
3.4.1. Pre Test

The first step to gather the data, the researcher gave the students pre-test. This pre test was aimed at determining the student background of descriptive text. The test was held by researcher with the help of the English teacher. 
3.4.2. Treatment
The researcher gave a set of treatments in researching process. Firstly, the students were given the explanation of descriptive text in generalities and the text as the guidelines for writing descriptive text. Furthermore, after those treatments had finished the researcher required the students to write a descriptive text. Meanwhile, the next day the researcher gave the explanation about generic structures and language features of descriptive text and used scenery picture of Senggigi beach as a media. The researcher showed the picture in front of the class and then followed by student’s activity to describe the phenomenon of Senggigi beach in their paper.

Therefore, we could find the distinction of student’s achievement by using different treatment. 
3.4.3. Post Test

In the end of data gathering, the researcher gave the post test. The post test was aimed to know the improvement of student’s mastery in descriptive text after giving a set of treatments. The test was the same as the pre test; it was about descriptive text test. 
3.4.4. Questionnaire
Questionnaire is a group of questions which need to be answered by the respondents as a source of data. 
In order to answer the research question which has stated in statement of problem, the researcher gave a questionnaire which consist of 5 items to the students.
3.5 Data Analysis

To analyze the result of the test, the following steps were applied:
The researcher found out the means of pre-test and post-test and then compared them. The formula is: 
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Furthermore, after the data were collected, the test result was computed. In computing the test result, some steps were applied:
a. Calculated the means 
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b. Calculated the standard deviation 
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c. Corrected standard deviation and t. obs.
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(Yusra, 2009:51)

After the researcher gained the data, the students were given a questionnaire which consist of 5 items.
CHAPTER IV

RESEARCH RESULT AND DISCUSSION
This chapter is constituted to the result of the study. The score of students in pre-test and post-test and answer sheet of questionnaires were taken as the data of the recent study.
In this chapter, the researcher presents the discussion to answer the research questions that have been stated in the previous chapter, namely:

(1) How effective is scenery picture in teaching descriptive text?

(2) How do students develop descriptive text?

4.1. The Effect Of Scenery Picture in Teaching Descriptive Text
The researcher applied 2 steps in finding the answer of the first of research question. Firstly, the researcher shows the data obtained from pre-test and post-test, then shows the maximum and minimum score gained by students on both two different treatments.

Based on the data gained in pre-test, the minimum score and maximum score are 20 and 60. Meanwhile, the minimum score and maximum score in the post test obtained are 0 and 70. The score of students were calculated by using formula as follows:

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To operate the formula above, the criteria of assessment should be attention in order to obtain the correct result.

The table above shows the result of the students score in descriptive text by using scenery picture. In answering the first research question whether the use of scenery pictures can affect student’s achievement, the researcher calculated the mean score and standard deviation.

If the mean score gained in pre-test is different from the mean gained in post-test, it means that the treatment affected students’ achievement, but if the mean score is the same without any change, then the treatment did not affect students’ achievement.
To know the result of the mean score from pre-test and post –test, the researcher calculated the mean score by using the following formula. The computation is as follows:

While, the computation of post-test mean score:
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Based on the computation above, it can be seen that the mean score of students in post-test is better than the mean score of students in pre-test. It clearly indicates that the students did the test much better in post test. It also implies that, the treatment applied in presenting the material could affect students’ ability and increase students’ achievement in writing descriptive text. In this case, it can be tentatively said that scenery picture was effective in teaching descriptive text.

4.2. Computation and Analysis of The Standard Deviation and t-test Value

After obtaining the mean scores of pre-test and post-test, then the researcher calculated the standard deviation. The computation is as follows:
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To interpret the meaning of this value we need to consult the t-table by making use of N-1 as the degree of freedom (df). If we consult the t-table we will find out the values of 2.03 and 2.72 both at the confidence level of 
0, 5 and 0, 1. These values are the minimum coefficient for the difference in scores to be significant.

Based on the comparison above, it is clear that the t-test is higher than t-table

 (0.5 = t-test with 2, 79≥ t- table 2.03 (95%)

(0, 1 = t-test with 2, 79≥ t-table 2.72 (99%)

This indicates that the degree of difference of the mean scores was significant in both confidence levels. In conclusion, the researcher would like to state that the use of scenery picture is effective in increasing student’s achievement.

It is clear that Null Hypothesis which states: if t-test ≥ t-table at the confidence level 0.1 in testing hypothesis (chapter 1) is accepted.

Finally, the analysis and interpretation of the data above lead the researcher to conclude that the use of scenery picture in teaching descriptive text is effective in increasing student’s achievement at the second year students of SMPN 9 Mataram.

4.3. Student’s  Method To Develop Descriptive Text

The second research question, “How do students develop descriptive text? Based on the research result in SMPN 9 Mataram, the number of students which interested in English were 80%. This figure was similar with 28 students from 35 students. There were several factor about students difficulty in learning English such as, difficulty in translating the words, in arranging the sentences, lack of vocabulary and the most complicated for students was in writing an essay because the students have to mastery various aspect. The students have to mastery vocabulary, sentence structure, punctuation, grammar and forms of tense. Related to the second research question, the students could develop descriptive text by using picture as a media because it could increase student’s interest and facilitated them in describing an object.    
CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGESTION

5.1 Conclusion
After the investigation and the analysis have been done, the researcher established the conclusion and suggestions as follows:

The result of this study shows that the students in post-test which was treated by using scenery picture got better achievement. There were differences in students pre-test. It can be seen from the students mean score between pre-test and post-test. They are 39 in pre-test and 44, 85 in post-test. The t-test is 2, 79.

This is higher than that of t-table at confidence level of 0.1 equals to 2.72 in degree freedom of 34.

Based on the result of statistical computation, it clearly shows that there was a significant difference between the mean scores of pre-test and post-test. Besides that, the t-test value was higher than both critical value of t-table, at significance level of 0.1 (2.72) and 0.5 (2.03) in degree freedom (df) 34. Thus, the alternative hypothesis (Ha) was accepted while the null hypothesis was rejected.

Based on the information above, the researcher concluded that, a scenery picture could be used to increase student’s achievement. Therefore, the use of scenery picture as a teaching media in descriptive text was effective in increasing student’s achievement of SMPN 9 mataram

5.2 Suggestion

Based on the conclusion above, the researcher would like to offer some suggestions for teacher, students and next researcher.

a) For Teacher

· The teacher should be active in teaching learning process.

· The teacher should be able to create the teaching and learning process run easily by using interesting method and media.

b) For Students
· The students have to study hard especially in writing.

· The students should practice more in order to help them to be more creative.

· The students should read a lot and open dictionary to increase their knowledge and vocabulary.

c) For The Next Researcher
It is expected that the next researcher will concern more on the practice of teaching and learning process especially in writing because it is considered a complicated skill to master.
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
